Dear Friends in Christ,

Do you have a GPS? Recently, as a group of members gathered for a time of fellow-
ship , | was asked that question. Everyone was surprised to learn that neither Pastor
Bob nor | are owners of a Global Positioning System. In many ways, it would make a lot
of sense for anyone in our line of work to own one, since we so often travel to hospitals,
homes, other churches and more. It would be helpful to have a gadget that would map
out the way to go, and make sure we don’t veer from the selected course. Yet we do not
have such a device, nor do we have plans to get one.

Now for Pastor Bob the reasons against owning a GPS are pretty clear: he was a geog-
raphy major in college, and would much rather just use a good old map to get him from
one place to the next. He’s the type who just gets in his truck and starts driving, know-
ing basically where things are and how to get around. He’s perfectly happy to try a new
route, or head down an unknown road, just to see where it will lead. He rarely gets lost,
and when he does, it is not for long. In fact, Pastor Bob likes to get lost, because it usu-
ally shows him new places. Not me. | am more of a lemming. | learn one way to get
from one place to the next and always take the same route. Once | have a tried and true
way to get from point A to point B, | stick to it, no matter what.

I’'m also just a bit skeptical about the GPS. When my uncle came to visit us for Thanks-
giving last fall his GPS led him all over the place. It should not have taken him 45 min-
utes to find his way from the Concord Mall to our house in North Graylyn Crest, but
thanks to the GPS, he got to see a lot more of Brandywine Hundred than he intended.
This and other stories of the GPS gone wrong make me a bit leery of putting all my trust
in an electronic gizmo.

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Celebrate Holy Week at Good Shepherd!

Holy Week or Passion Week is the centerpiece of the liturgical church year. In our worship we will journey together
through the events of the final days of Jesusd I|ife |l eadinr
at Good Shepherd:

Palm Sunday, March 28"

Festival Worship at 8 a.m. & 11 a.m.

We will begin our worship in Swears Fellowship Hall for the procession with palms to the sanctuary. We will celebrate
Holy Communion at the altar, where 4" grade students will receive the sacrament for the first time. This service moves
us from shouts of “Hosanna!” to the cry of Jesus from the cross.

Maundy Thursday, April 1 %

Potluck supper at 6:30 p.m., worship at 7:30 p.m.

Once again, the Worship and Music Committee will host a pot-luck supper in Swears Fellowship Hall. At the conclusion
of the meal, we will begin our worship while still enjoying table fellowship. Again this year, we will offer foot washing for
those who choose to participate. Just as Jesus washed his friends’ feet and gave them the commandment to “Love one
another,” we will wash feet. If you desire to participate in the foot washing, please plan ahead and wear appropri-
ate footwear. There will be stations set up around the hall, and worshipers will be invited to wash the feet of the person
ahead of them, then be seated to have their own feet washed. This is a very powerful and humbling experience, and all
are welcome to participate. Following the foot washing, we will process to the sanctuary, where we will gather around
the Lord’s Table for Holy Communion. At the conclusion of the meal, we will strip the altar, symbolizing the humiliation of
Jesus at the hands of his captors.

Good Friday, April 2 ™

The church building will be open from 7 a.m. until 6:30 p.m. for individual reflection and prayer on The Way of the Cross.
All are welcome to journey through the events of the day, as Jesus is led from the place of judgment to Golgotha for his
crucifixion. The stations will feature artwork created by members of Good Shepherd.

New this year will be a worship service including Stations of the Cross at noon.

Good Friday worship begins at 7:30 p.m. We will hear the entire Passion story from John’s Gospel, with musical reflec-
tions. We will pray the ancient Bidding Prayer, asking for God’s blessing and presence in our lives and in our world, and
hear the solemn reproaches from the cross. The evening concludes with a procession of the cross, as we reflect on the
central symbol of our Christian faith.

The Great Vigil of Easter, Saturday April 3 rd

Worship at 7:30 p.m.

The Easter Vigil is a wonderful bridge from the solemn reflection of Good Friday to the jubilant celebration of Easter
morning. We gather outside to light the new fire, and we hear Old Testament stories of God at work in the history of Is-
rael. We are renewed in baptismal waters, and we hear the great Easter Proclamation, that Jesus Christ has overcome
the powers of death.

The Resurrection of Our Lord, Easter Day, April 4 ™

Festival Worship at 8 a.m. & 11 a.m., Breakfast at 9:15 a.m., Easter Egg Hunt at 10 a.m.

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O Sacred Head, Now Wounded

The Passion hymn, O Sacred Head, Now Wounded is revered not only for its beauty, but for its
power to speak so eloquently to the inner soul during this time when we focus on Christ’s su-

preme sacrifice.

The original text was in Latin and dates back to the Middle Ages. The music for the hymn was
written around 1600 by Hans Leo Hassler for a secular love song. Johann Sebastian Bach
arranged the music for use in his Christmas Oratorio and again for his St. Matthew Passion.
The text as we know it is from a translation by an American Presbyterian clergyman, James W.
Alexander. His full text numbers eleven verses, making it rather unwieldy for our worship use.

Growing Number of Delawareans Seeking Food Assistance

Hunger in America 2010, a study released in February by the Food Bank of Delaware and
Feeding America, the nation’s largest domestic hunger-relief organization, reported that
241,600 different people receive emergency food each year through the Food Bank of
Delaware. This is an increase of 153,200 people since the publication of Hunger in Amer-
ica 2006. Keeping in mind that the population of Delaware is about 900,000, this means
that one in four Delawareans gets food from a free food pantry. Hunger in America 2010 is
the first research study to capture the significant connection between the recent economic
downturn and an increased need for emergency food assistance. LCS is one of the largest
customers of the Food Bank.

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NEWS FROM CHINA

Dear Friends, Feb. 13, 2010

Happy Chinese New Year! As | edit this update, | look out the window and see the windows opposite glow-
ing with lights and lanterns and fireworks lighting up the sky. Car alarms are going off constantly because
there is never a lull in the firecrackers.

In my last update | wrote of planning to attend a conference in Hong Kong at which a
poster of our research findings was accepted. The conference was about abdominal obe-
sity and the risk of chronic disease. There were about 450 participants from about 30
countries from all over the world, except | saw no one from Africa. At right is a photo of my
poster and me with Dr. Meizi He, an old friend from when | taught at Sun Yat Sen Medical
School in Guangzhou. She is now an associate professor at University of Texas—Austin.
She helped with the project design and was our consultant on statistics.

| learned a lot of information at the sessions, which ran from 8 am to 5 pm with only a one hour break for a
bag lunch at noon, and two coffee breaks. Those breaks were when people came to look at the posters. No
one asked about the statistics, but a couple of quite famous researchers stopped to look and talked about
the study. The new information | learned at the conference, and the data we gained from the study will help
with our chronic disease prevention health education. We already followed up twice with those with abnor-
mal results in the last year, and will focus on one community in the next few months with more interventions.

The two pastors, my co-worker Ginger and | have been revising the Visitation Team Training material since
October on a rather relaxed schedule. Then, last month, the Taiyuan Church asked the two pastors to teach
the material at the lay leader training that is held every year after Chinese New Year. Now the pressure was
on to complete the revisions several months ahead of plan.

The pastors will teach all the sessions. Ginger and | are helping them to understand the material they have
not taught before, to write objectives, to develop skits, to revise the material, and most importantly, to help
them develop activities to make it as interactive as is possible for a class size of 200 to 300 people. | am so
excited at the potential this class has to impact the comforting skills of lay people all over Shanxi. Please
pray for them as they prepare the material and give the classes on Feb. 25-27.

Well, this has to be the final version. It is almost 7 pm and my neighbors have invited me to spend the eve-
ning with them, eating dumplings and watching the variety show on TV.

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HVAC CAPITAL CAMPAIGN UPDATE

As of February 15, 2010, we have received a total of $56,798.17. Thank you to everyone who has contrib-
uted. The contributions are greatly appreciated. Though this is a great start, we are about 50% away from
reaching the project amount of $110,000 for the equipment plus the contingencies. That is not including the
desire for the 10% benevolence to support others with heating and air conditioning challenges.

The current status of the project is that the testing for asbestos in the insulation that surrounds the piping has
been completed. The test results show that there is no asbestos in the insulation. We will pass this informa-
tion on to Modern Controls to schedule the installation.

Your willingness to
reach deep in your pockets is heartfelt.
